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Aiming at the characteristics of mixed classes for international and
Chinese students, the course builds a teaching "community of destiny”
and promotes international understanding through "exchanges and mutual
learning of heritage civilization" to cultivate students' broad mind of
protecting the landscape heritage of mankind and their professional
ability of outstanding heritage protection innovation; to disseminate
excellent Chinese landscape heritage, promote the identification of the
views of nature and learn from other countries' experience; to enhance
students' national pride, cultural identity and responsibility for
safeguarding national heritage.

Conceptually, the course trains students to take the mission of
protecting the common human landscape heritage, establish the correct
environmental ethics of harmonious coexistence between man and
nature. In terms of content, the course emphasizes the teaching of
heritage professional knowledge and the value, logic, thought and art
behind it, imparting correct value pursuit and ideological belief. In terms
of teaching methods, students from different countries are encouraged to
apply classroom knowledge, enhance their research and innovation
capabilities, and share diverse civilizations.

The courses systematically teach the theories, methods and technical
knowledge of high-quality heritage protection, and train the first-class
talent of heritage landscape conservation. Combined with case analysis,
the course explains Chinese wisdom of traditional landscape culture and
major national policy of ecological civilization, to share experience and
lessons of various countries, and to improve students' ability to identify

and to advocate cultural equality and mutual respect.
